Introduction: 
1) What we did: we failed to esteem the Servant (vv 1-3)

- the Servant’s humble beginnings (cf. John 1:46; Matthew 13:53-58)


- the Servant’s common appearance 


- the Servant’s isolated suffering (cf. Matthew 26:74)

2) What the Servant did: he chose, freely to die (vv 7-9)

- the injustice of his treatment, (cf. Luke 23)

 
- the example of his silence, (cf. John 10:18; 12:27; 1 Peter 2:21-25)

Conclusion: ‘Is it nothing to you, all you who pass by?’
